Note: Members are advised not to accept any individual communication
whatsoever from the management on matters relating to strike /on work
during strike. Such matters may please be immediately informed / referred
to Association office bearers for further advice.

4
MODALITIES/ GUIDELINES FOR OSOA STRIKE

The following modalities have been decided for strict compliance of the
officers’ community on the proposed Strike from 18/11/2008, 06:00 hrs.

1. Strike coverage & Reasons for Strike
Strike coverage is for all PSU Oil companies namely ONGC, OIL, IOCL,
HPCL, BPCL, EIL, CPCL, GAIL, NRL, IBP, BL, LIL, BRPL.MRPL For the
issues
1. Inordinate delay in resolving the long pending issues of Officers
pay revision.
2. Considering the recommendations put forth by OSOA while
implementation of pay revision,
3. Revoking the suspension of Shri.Ashok Singh, President
HPMSA and advisor OSOA.
That have been pending with the Government / Management of oil
sector PSUs and the same could not be resolved due to indifferent
attitude of the Ministry / DPE / Oil PSU Managements in spite of
continuous follow up and persuasion by OSOA.
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Details of strike

e Indefinite strike w.e.f. 06:00 hrs. of 18/11/2008 till all issues
are resolved.

o Officers are to stay away from duty unless specified by
association to attend the case of extreme emergency/custodian
roles. A clear instruction/ guideline have to be obtained from
association before attending such duties. Special schedules
published by management for such duties are null and void
unless authorized by association during the tenure of strike.

Participation
All members of the constituent association as on 17/11/2008.

Custodian of plant / facilities.

As decided and published by association, the Custodian in charge,
who shall be present but shall not participate in any activity other
than safe custody of the plant. The custodian shall leave the
premises if the Government or the Management deploy Defence,
Territorial Army, Police, CISF, etc. and his role is limited to safe
custody of the plant and not for normal operations. In case, the
management decides to run the units, association reserves the right
to call off this custodian facility provided out of safety conscience. The
custodian while entering the refinery shall do so without punching in
the attendance recording system. The number 1 of a Region, a
location be it Terminal or Depot, a Pipeline Terminal, and ATF or
a Refinery or an Oil Rig or Production platform shall be the
Custodian in charge.

Exemption

a) External: Defence and para-military supplies perse ex Civilian
locations.

b) Specific: Medical services, water supply, power supply and

Safety and Fire Protection measures in Colony type of outfits,

Members are also advised not to log in and enter any data in SAP
server w.e.f. 06:00 hours of 18/11/2008.

The above exemption is for the normal manpower in rotating shifts
and no general shift officers shall report for duty.

There shall be no exemption for Tour, Training, Seminar, Workshop,
Construction etc,

Count down for strike

Cooling operations will start sufficiently earlier as per the nature of
operation. However, effective 6 AM of 18t November 2008, there shall
be no processing. All individual constituents have advised the
managements that it shall be the sole responsibility of management to
ensure the safe shutdown of the units in time. The activities can be
resumed only after strike is called off and after going through
requisite manualised standard procedures keeping in mind the safety
of the Units. No Officers shall undertake any tour during the
Strike and all should return to their place of posting by
17.11.2008.
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Crude Receipt/Production

The production of Crude oil/gas from wells shall stop from 06:00
hours of 18/11/2008. The necessary cooling operation shall start
beforehand accordingly. Crude receipts shall remain suspended
during the duration of the strike.

Marketing Units:
No receipts and no dispatch either by rail/road/tanker/barge/PLT

during the strike except the exempted categories

Pipelines Operation :

Pumping of crude/product to be stopped from 06:00 hours of
18/11/2008 to ensure total shutdown of pipelines system as per laid
down procedures. Shutdown procedures to be commenced before
hand in view of interface to keep the designated products for a
particular pipeline itself. Pipelines should be kept at designated shut
down pressure. Units which are engaged in the task of producing
crude be in on-shore or off-shore, what ought to be the level of
circulation in the Pipeline that would be a deterrence to congealment
shall be so decided by them. But such a decision should not lead to
productive efforts and should not result in production.

Marketing Units:

No receipts and no dispatch either by rail/road/tanker/barge/PLT
during the strike except the exempted categories.All the supply of gas
to customers shall be stopped including CNG and PNG inall the cities
w.e.f.0600 Hrs of 18/11/2008.

Tanker operations:
Shall cease from 06:00 hrs. of 18/11/2008.

Aviation supplies:

Both domestic and international supplies shall be brought under the
purview of strike from 0600 hrs. of 18/11/2008. Necessary
intimation to Domestic and International Airlines may be given well in

advance.

Relationship with other Staff/Union leaders
Unnecessary arguments and unwanted discussions must be avoided
and we must be result oriented.

Coordination & Communication:

Custodians shall coordinate with the association leadership and
update the status of strike. They should also give update information
to the association leadership for any activity that amounts to startup/
attempts at normal operations of the plant. Constituent associations
shall be in continuous touch with the OSOA Headquarters for any
development. The OSOA Headquarter at Jeevan Bharati, New Delhi,
shall be the clearing house for all information and will be in touch
with Regional Coordination Committees at Kolkata, Chennai and
Mumbai. Details of contact number of apex OSOA constituents
are annexed herewith. The OSOA coordination office {Control
Room) shall start functioning from 10:00 hours of 17/11/2008 at
ONGC office, Jeevan Bharti Building, 10th floor, Tower-2, New
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Delhi DO NOT FALL PREY TO RUMOURS AND MISINFORMATION.
Make sure that all impeortant information is confirmed by an
association office bearer.

A word of caution:

The Officers’ community bears great responsibility to its own
Organisation and the Nation and nothing should be done which would
bring down our collective reputation. We need not shout and indulge
in any gimmicks. Our cause of action is so weighty that the day of
deliverance shall dawn the soonest possible. We must have faith in
ourselves and we are bound to succeed.

It is incumbent on every Unit representative of the Association to
think of alternate leadership and position them so to take care of any
exigencies affecting OSOA.

Sufficient money may be kept handy for any emergencies.

Legal counsels may be kept ready for consultations, if required.

When we draw closer to the strike date, tremendous pressure will be
mounted on us and all personnel in the Management are bound to
oblige the government by using traditional methods and hence do not
wilt under pressure. Relax for a while and be in the company of your
colleagues and nip all disinformation in the bud.

Call from Management

Any sudden call from the Management or government would not
constitute withdrawal from strike. To obviate some of the unforeseen
problems, which may crop up with the Management during the
pendency of the strike, the OSOA representatives in all its
constituents shall not meet the Management alone. Even if, it is for
an exchange of views the concerned Secretary should have a couple of
colleagues with him so that no misquotations will be possible.

Disown disinformation:

Please do not fall prey to disinformation. Every Member desiring to
know any developments at any time should check up with the
appropriate people within the OSOA and they will get the right
feedback. Let us all take a pledge that we will go through the strike
with redoubled success from |8 /{}'/68 onwards, which is not our
making but we have been pushed into such a situation. Qur cause is
right and we shall succeed. Let us stand united.
